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The Offense

e “Now brothers, if I still preach
circumcision, why am I still persecuted?
In that case the offense of the cross

has been abolished.” (Galatians 5:11)
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"The Offense

e The cross is offensive.

o It speaks at the “pride” of man. Man
wants to justify themselves.

e But the cross, leaves no room for
self-justification.
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The Offense

e “Those who want to make a good
showing in the flesh are the ones who
would compel you to be circumcised—
but only to avoid being persecuted for
the cross of Christ” (Galatians 6:12)
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"The Cross Rejects Us
At Our Best

e “But as for me, I will never boast about
anything except the cross of our Lord
Jesus Christ...”

(Galatians 6:14)
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The Offense of the Cross of Calvary is
just as powerful now as it was then...

Written across Calvary is sacrifice.
Written across this age is pleasure.

On Christ’s lips are: “I must die”.

On people’s lips are: “I must enjoy”.

Make everything interesting, pleasant,
easy. Then is the offense of the cross
ceased - and with it the power of the
gospel. (George H. Morrison)
